CFVG Opening Cremony is to be held on October 14th in both Hanoi and HCMC. 296 students were recruited this year for 3 programs both in Hanoi and HCMC: MBA. Master in Business Administration, Master in Economics of Banking and Finance (MEBF) and Master in Marketing Sales and Services.

To be selected, they had to compete with more than 1,800 highly potential candidates coming from Vietnam’s top universities in critical national selection following its international standard approved by the Ministry of Education and Training. The very good selection ratio of CFVG proved its prestigious in the huge demand for managers from domestic businesses and international companies operating in Vietnam. 
Selected students are employed by foremost Vietnamese and foreign banks or Enterprises.  companies (Techcombank, Bao Viet, Vietnam Airlines, Vietcombank, Calyon, Big C, LG, Siemens, FUJITSU, Standard Chartered, Citibank…), operating mainly in the financial sector and in the service industry have various educational background and come mainly from Vietnam’s most prestigious universities: NEU, UEH, Foreign Trade University, Bac Khoa University.

In April 2008, CFVG’s MBA was officially accredited by EPAS Accreditation, which marked a big improvement of the program quality. CFVG’s MBA is now the first program in Vietnam listed among the prestigious international MBAs. “EPAS accreditation of CFVG’s MBA brought us great benefit. It’s an opportunity, but also a challenge. There is still a lot of progress to be made to continue our ambitious strategy to develop international education standards in Vietnam” said Pr. Jerome BON, CFVG director. 
Besides, CFVG has responded to the global call for business schools and academic associations to advance corporate social responsibility worldwide. The school has committed to adhere to the Principles for Responsible Management Education (PRME), which were unveiled by a group of scholars and leading academic organization at the UN Global Compact Leaders Summit in July of 2007. By doing this, CFVG commit to develop the capabilities of students to be future generators of sustainable value for business and society at large and to work for an inclusive and sustainable global economy.
Vietnam’s economic growth, combined with its accession to WTO, creates a tremendous need for qualified managers to take up the challenges required to realize Vietnam’s economic potential. A research conducted conjointly by Mr. Nguyen Chan, CFVG’s MBA program director, and Mrs. Truong Nam Thang, professor at CFVG, in September 2007 with 38 local companies shows that the demand for managers will increase by 98% in two to three years’ time. This statistic does not take into account the needs of future companies. With its prestigious international partners, its selection of programs, and its newly renovated premises, CFVG commit to fulfill its mission in promoting Vietnam’s economic development and to encourage its opening to the world, especially to France and Europe. This is to be accomplished through the development and dissemination of management skills and knowledge by training an elite group of Vietnamese managers to be able to meet the demands of Vietnamese, French and European companies established in Vietnam.
CFVG is the first French-Vietnamese co-operative program in education. It was founded in 1992 by the Vietnamese government (Ministry of Education and Training) and the French government (Ministry of foreign Affairs), and is operated by the Paris Chamber of Commerce and Industry (CCIP).
CFVG now plays a leading role in management education in management education in Vietnam offering young Vietnamese managers a unique opportunity to benefit from the excellence of Europe’s best institutions with three degrees: MBA – Master of Business Administration, MEBF – Master in Economics of Banking and Finance co-delivered by ESCP-EAP and Paris Dauphine University, MMSS – Master in Marketing, Sales and Services co-delivered by IAE Paris Sorbonne and ESCP-EAP, and executive education programs.
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
